High performance seed drill combination

Recognised worldwide as an innovative grassland specialist, Pöttinger makes a stand with its latest soil cultivation technology.
The power harrow is still the most versatile implement in all conditions. Pöttinger offers power harrows with mounted compact mechanical seed drills. The seed drill is fitted above the trailed roller. This combination places the centre of gravity close to the tractor, alleviating stress on the hydraulics. The steering and manoeuvrability of the tractor are vastly improved as a consequence. It is also possible to implement a larger volume seed hopper for the same hydraulic power. The result is increased performance with fewer refilling intervals. 
A hydraulic top link pivots the seed drill over the roller and raises the coulters and tines away from the ground. This allows the power harrow to be used on its own while the seed drill is still mounted. In addition, this function is very effective for road transport. The front wheels are ensured even better steering performance.
The seed drill is mounted on lugs above the trailed roller and can be fitted and removed quickly and easily. The trailed roller plus seed drill is free to move independently of the power harrow. The weight of the seed drill and trailed roller provide the necessary pre-compaction of the seedbed for ideal germination and crop development conditions. 
The large-diameter land wheel runs within the width of the machine to guarantee best contact with the ground and uniform, smooth seed distribution. A hydraulic land wheel is also available that can be raised at the headland.
LION power harrows feature tapered roller bearings and dual tines, which can be mounted in an aggressive or trailing position. The "Quick fix" tine replacement system lets tines be slotted in and removed quickly and easily. On Pöttinger machines the tine carrier is integrated into the floor pan. This guarantees that stones cannot become jammed or twine wrapped around the tine carrier.
A wide selection of trailed rollers are available, ranging from standard cage drum rollers to packer rollers and rollers with strip-wide compaction. Pöttinger differentiates between surface compaction (cutting packer roller) and seed depth compaction (crumbling packer roller).
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
