Extra Dry - "2 in 1", 
Lower costs - Higher quality forage
The Pöttinger "Extra Dry" conditioner turns mowers in to a multi tasker. The working sequence is shortened by eliminating the tedding process - saving costs at the same time as increasing forage quality thanks to lower forage contamination and fewer losses due to disintegration.
Using "Extra Dry" conditioners with a wide spread system speeds up forage drying in the field considerably compared to conventional mowing/drying methods. Tedding can be done away with completely for silage making, protecting the sward. Depending on the level of conditioning required, crop yield and weather conditions, up to three passes can be saved this way, providing an immediate cost saving. At the same time forage quality is increased. In ideal conditions the energy content of the forage can be increased by up to 10% and the protein content boosted as well. High quality forage increases the raw forage intake of cattle by up to 10%, saving around 30% on concentrates. The result: high yield, healthy animals, preserved sward and up to € 152 more profit per hectare.
Advanced technology for top performance
The "Extra Dry" conditioner was developed together with the Institute of Agricultural Engineering (IMAG-DLO) in Wageningen (Holland) incorporating the very latest farming technology. Conditioning is effective and yet preserves the forage: the waxy protective layer on the grass stalk is rubbed by V-shaped tines so that water can evaporate easier. The forage dries even faster as a consequence. The "Extra Dry" roller conditioner is designed for especially sensitive plants such as lucerne and various kinds of clover. Intermeshing rollers squash the stalks and produce a uniform blanket of forage. The conditioning intensity can be set by adjusting the speed of the conditioner, while the width of swath is set using the flaps on wide-spread system and the swath plates. The conditioner is easy to optimise for various forage types and different widths of swath or spreading forage over the whole mowed width. 

Single-handed conversion.
If the conditioner is not required for a particular mowing operation it can easily be removed in minutes by one person. This is done in three simple steps: 1) remove rotor drive belt, 2) release the quick-release pins, and 3) slide in the trolley and then just wheel the conditioner away. A safety curtain is mounted in its place so the mower can continue to be used, but without the conditioner.
